The Georgetown City Council began
to look at redistricting options at a
workshop meeting on June 16. At
that workshop, the council provided
comments on three redistricting map
options provided by a law firm spe-
cializing in redistricting. At a second
council workshop on June 30 the city
council is expected to develop a pro-
posed redistricting map, also known
as an illustrative plan.

The existing council district lines
must be redrawn so that differences
in population size among the seven
districts are no more than 10 per-
cent. The City Charter specifies seven
single-member districts and a mayor
elected at-large.

Responding quickly to the scene, fire-
fighters extinguished the fire and used
the jaws-of-life to make an opening to
access Broadway. The firefighters also
cut the door off the pickup to access
the patient, who was removed from
the pickup and treated at the scene
before being taken to the hospital.
Broadway sustained multiple broken
bones and severe burns, but is on the
road to recovery. He remains in the
hospital in Houston.
