Sign Provides
History at
Cemetery

Established in 1906, the Citizen’s
Memorial Garden Cemetery on
Memorial Drive is the final resting
place for generations of African
American residents of Georgetown.
The cemetery is on the north side of
University Avenue near Wolf Ranch
Parkway.

A 2013 survey of the seven-acre
cemetery revealed at least 511
unmarked graves, as well as 306
plots with headstones. Unmarked
graves may have had metal plaques
that deteriorated or were removed,
had markers that were not inscribed,
or markers which lettering has
weathered away. A new interpretive

sign at the cemetery provides histor-
ical information and identifies
marked graves with a listing of
names and shows white squares in
the locations of unmarked graves.

The survey and interpretive sign
were funded by a $7,000 grant from
the Texas Historical Commission
and a 87,000 match from the City
of Georgetown.
